• Registrations are open to all students studying SFD exam syllabus work. To gain full value from the Masterclass experience, a good 
working knowledge of the syllabus is recommended, however students may attend if they have not learnt all exercises within the level. 

• No individual timetabling requests will be accepted. Students must be available for the entire day. 
• Requests will not be accepted for swapping of classes. 
• Timetables will be emailed to registered participants, within 2 weeks of each event. 
• Attendance at Masterclasses is at the performer's own risk. It is agreed upon registering for Masterclasses that participants, including 

students, parents and teachers will not hold Southern Federation of Dance or its committee or host facilities liable for injuries 
sustained, illnesses contracted by them or loss of property while in attendance. 

• Teachers/Students are not permitted to use video or photographic devices in classes. SFD reserves the right to post photos from this 
event on their Social Media pages. If you wish to withdraw from any Social Media involvement, please notify SFD via email, detailing 
the performer's name and registered classes. 

• Students must wear appropriate, well fitted dance attire and shoes. 
• Students with allergies/asthma must bring their required medication into the studio. 
• Emergency contact details for the day, must be provided when signing students in at the venue. 
• Parents are encouraged to check in their children at the foyer, then leave the building to avoid congestion between classes. 
• Respectful classroom behaviour is expected at all times. 
• Classes will only run if minimum registration numbers have been reached.  

If a class is cancelled, SFD will refund registered participants, less credit card and booking fees.
