CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
Entrants perform at their own risk.
Entrants must be prepared to provide proof of age.
Entrants are entitled to their performance opportunity and adjudication/critique. No entrant
will be “disqualified” (excludes Highland Dance).
Entrants may enter only once within a designated section, unless stated elsewhere.
Entrants must perform at the time allocated in the programme.
Entrants must not present the same piece or dance more than once in the Eisteddfod,
unless invited to participate in a special concert or display, or unless stated otherwise.
No person, including teachers and parents, willaccompany entrants onto the
platform/stage except as an Accompanist or Conductor.
By entering the AlburyWodongaEisteddfod, the entrant gives permission for the AWE to use
photographs, video and/or their name for promotional and/or marketing purposes. If the
entrant does NOT agree, it is the entrant’s responsibility to notify the AWE in writing.
By enteringthe AlburyWodongaEisteddfod, the entrant agrees to abide by the General Rules
and Code of Conduct as listed by the Albury Wodonga Eisteddfod Committee in this
publication, along with rules and conditions specific to the Discipline section entered.
The AWE reserves the right to:
amend orrefuse any entry,

Competitors MUST have their name marked off backstage (near music) before the
commencementofthe session. Digitalmusic upload does not constitute having your name
marked off.

STAGE USE

No special lighting effects are allowed.

No glitter or confettiis to be dispersed on stage orinto audience due to safety and venue
regulations.

Rosinis to be provided by the dancers.

The curtainwill remain up for the event except during Championships and AWCC (See Rule
2 section e).

The curtainwill be closed immediately (approx. 10 minutes) before Championships, and the
Albury Wodonga Classical Cup.

Entrants in these sections are invited to rehearse performances communally in this time.
No assistance by any other person/s is to be given to entrants once they have entered the
stage.

If an entrant leaves the stage and does not complete their performance, exceptin the
instance of atechnicalissue they will only be eligible for a critique.

Theatre lights must remain at 50% during the performances due to venue regulations.
BACKSTAGE & SIDESTAGE

Only entrants in the current section are permitted backstage.

No parents are permitted backstage (the only exception will be for assistance with Demi
Character props).

No congregating or warming up in the wing areas. This can only be done behind the
backstage curtain.

ENTERING THE STAGE: The stage door will only be opened when there is no competitor
onstage. There will be no exceptions to this rule.

Props should be removed from backstage at the completion of the section.

Underno circumstances are danceteachers / parents/ other students to stand in the wings
and assist a competitor on stage.
