BALLET: Classical & Demi-Character - A routine consisting of classical steps & 

ballet technique. Ballet shoes must be worn 

OPEN: Any style - A routine that is a combination of any of the other categories; a routine 

that does not exactly fit any of the definitions of any other category. 

TAP: Fast and slow - A routine utilizing tap technique and must be performed with tap 

shoes only 

STUDENT CHOREOGRAPHY: 10u, 12u, 14u, 15o - Must be produced by the 

student with no teacher assistance. 

IMPROVISATION: Lyrical, Jazz, Contemporary, Hip Hop – Dance wear to be
