$50.00 fee, forfeited if dismissed.

Must be ready on stage at the
scheduled time, following the program order. Failure
may lead to disqualification. Props must be
promptly removed after performance; none left in
the auditorium. REHEARSING IS ONLY ALLOWED
WITHIN ALLOCATED AREAS OF THE COMPETITION.
